ALL DOG BREED TALENT SHOW 

Costumes are permitted and encouraged!  

ALL dogs must be on a leash, unless doing an agility trial once inside the ring. 

 Each pet owner will enter the ring with dog at their side and present the dog in a sitting position.  

Once the MC begins speaking about the dog, the owner will parade them twice around the ring, and return the dog to a sit position.  

Each pet owner is asked to provide the MC with a small 5x7 card with the following information on it, when they enter the ring on the day of 

the event.
